The final Title 25, Chapter 102 regulations regarding erosion and sediment control and stormwater management will be effective on November 19, 2010.  By this notice, the Department is providing further information related to grandfathering of post construction stormwater management (PCSM) and riparian buffer requirements and the permit application and Notice of Intent (NOI) process (collectively referred to as the application process) during this transition.  An application must meet certain requirements to satisfy the grandfathering provisions.  To qualify for the grandfathering provisions in the regulation, administratively complete applications must be submitted by November 19, 2010.  Administrative determinations are generally made by the Department or delegated conservation district within 20 days of the receipt of the application.  Applications received by November 19, 2010 but determined to be administratively incomplete will be subject to the requirements of the new regulations.

The Department is also providing notice of trainings on the Chapter 102 regulations for the regulated community to take place beginning the first week of November, 2010.  These trainings will take place regionally throughout the Commonwealth.
